Generally speaking, the month of July is the least favorite of
every Superintendent I have ever known. Scorching heat
coupled with abundant soil moisture can be a recipe for
disaster. From June 22nd through June 25th we saw
temperatures nearing 100 degrees and prior to the
temperatures we saw waterlogged soils. Surely enough, these
weather patterns can be very destructive and relentless to
golf courses in our region. Preventive fungicide applications
can protect from the myriad of diseases that reveal
themselves, but they are very costly and not always reliable
for more than a week if the conditions persist. Hopefully we
can avoid these conditions the rest of summer but it is
unlikely. It is for this reason that you will often encounter the
presence of sprinklers during golfing hours. The goal of the
irrigation is merely to cool the plant in the presence of high
heat. While normal irrigation is still utilized during the early
hours of the day, the danger is to over-water the surfaces
creating a perfect disease scenario. Golf course surfaces are
much safer being slightly underwatered than too wet. When
you encounter an employee applying water to a green or
fairway, we are merely cooling down the grass. Please be
patient and allow us to finish when on a green. Trust me, we
don't want to interrupt your round and the duration that we
will be on a green is very minimal.
