It's been a busy and productive spring at Reading

THE COURSE Country Club, and we're happy to report that the
SUPERINTENDENT course is coming along nicely. A lot of hard work

has gone into preparing the grounds for the
season, and we're already seeing great results.

Our greens have been aerated and are recovering
well. We did encounter a small setback when our
irrigation system developed a leak, but the repair
has been completed. Fortunately, recent rainfall
provided much-needed relief, helping the greens
recover beautifully—and the course is playing
great as a result.

Looking ahead, we'll be focusing on improvement
projects on holes 5 and 15. On Hole 5, we'll be
making updates around the tees and green
complex, and on Hole 15, we'll be rebuilding and
leveling the tee boxes for improved playability
and aesthetics.

We do apologize in advance for any disruption
these projects may cause during construction, but
we expect minimal impact to your round—and
we're confident the end result will be worth the
wait. Work should be completed within the next
couple of weeks, and once finished, both holes
will offer a better overall experience for all
