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COURSE
UPDATES

As you are reading this article, the greens are
well on there way to healing from aeration.
This time we did something a bit differently
than in the past. We chose to go with a
much smaller coring tine, thus the healing is
a bit quicker, which is a positive for everyone.
We will likely be using a larger tine when we
core the greens in September. In between
now and then we will be using small solid
tines to assist with drainage and gaseous
exchange.

Next we will be addressing some issues on
tees and fairways, but for the most part, the
course is coming around nicely from the
work done last fall. Once temperatures and
growth rates become more consistent we
should be in pretty good shape.

You will soon notice a good bit of tree work
being performed on holes 2 and 3. There are
two goals we are trying to address with this
work: #1: We are going to move the fairway
away from 422 in an attempt to keep more
balls in bounds, and #2: We need to create
better air flow around 2 green and 3 tee in
order to decrease the severity of that
particular micro-climate. This will create a
better growing environment for both areas.
